ABOUT THIS RELEASE





This Wacom Tablet driver v4.51 supports the following Wacom tablets:


Intuos (GD Series)


PenPartner (CT Series)


ArtPad & ArtPad II (KT & KT-II Series)


ArtZ & ArtZ II (UD & UD-II Series)


PL-250, PL-300 and PL-400 (LCD tablets)





The driver and control panel support many features that are available only with Intuos hardware.  When using this driver with other Wacom tablets, only the features that are available for a specific tablet model will be supported and appear in the Wacom Control Panel.








INSTALLATION





This driver update can be installed over most older Wacom tablet drivers.





1.	First make sure the tablet hardware is properly installed, then turn on your computer.  If the New Hardware Found dialog box appears, follow the appropriate step for your tablet interface:





For Serial Tablets: select Cancel and continue with 


step 2.





For USB Tablets: if you are prompted to install the HID drivers, complete the HID installation then continue with step 2.





2.	Double-click on the Wacom setup icon and follow the prompts.





3.	If necessary, you will be prompted to restart the computer.





The following "Device Installer Error" message may display on the first restart after installing the driver:





"Setup cannot load the installer (unknown error) for the PEN hardware being installed.  Contact your hardware vendor for assistance."





Ignore this message and press enter to continue.





After Windows has finished loading you should be able to use your tablet input tool to move the screen cursor.








HINTS FOR USERS UPGRADING FROM THE 2.X DRIVER





Balloon help is available for most items in the control panel. If you need additional help to understand the features of the 4.x software, please download the Intuos Help file and User's Manual from the software download page at http://www.wacom.com/productsupport/





Adobe Acrobat Reader 4.0 or later is required to view the manual and help.  The User’s Manual describes the full capabilities of the Intuos hardware and software.  If you are using a graphics tablet which does not have all of the capabilities of Intuos, refer only to the sections in the manual that apply to your tablet model.





If you upgraded from the version 2.x software you will notice that the Wacom Control Panel has many new features and a new user interface. Among the new features are application-specific settings and tool-specific settings.





At the top of the Wacom Control Panel are controls for selecting the application and tool to customize.  In the bottom portion of the control are tabs that can be customized for the selected application and tool.  The tabs in the lower portion of the Control Panel will change to display the appropriate tabs and tab settings for the selected tool.








UNINSTALL





To remove the tablet and software from your system:





1.	Click the Windows Start button.  Then choose Settings and Control Panel.





2.	In the Control Panel window, double-click on the Add/Remove Programs icon.





3.	In the dialog box that appears, choose the Wacom tablet option.





4.	Click on the Add/Remove... button and follow the prompts to remove the Intuos software driver.





5.	Shut down your computer and disconnect your tablet.
